Community Directors

CD's are full-time, live-in professional staff members. They serve as the
lead educator for students in the community. CDs have direct contact
with residents, including advising a community government, providing
guidance to Learning Communities where applicable, and through
routine daily interactions.

Resident Advisors

RA's are undergraduate or graduate students who - under the
supervision and direction of their CD - serve as educators, counselors,
administrators, role models, friends, and team members for the
residents of a floor or wing in a residence hall.

Although Granville Towers is considered a
partner to Carolina Housing, Granville Towers is
managed by a private entity, and contracts are
issued independently of Carolina Housing. It's
important to note that contracts are not
transferable between Carolina Housing and
Granville Towers.
